It is hard to believe that it has been almost 6 months 

since our refugee family arrived in the United 

States. They have continued to make progress, 

thanks to all of the help they have received from 

you and others in the community. A beautiful baby 

boy has been born to the family and the girls 

finished the school year. They now have a vehicle 

and Taif has a job. It is not a job in his field and 

does not pay a lot, but it is a job and he is very 

happy to have it. A lot of progress in a short amount 

of time. 

 

Since Taif now has a job and they have been here 

for six months, the family is no longer receiving 

financial support from Lutheran Family Services 

and the government assistance has been reduced by 

half. Needless to say, they will continue to need our 

help. They are such a wonderful family and very 

anxious to be self supporting. He continues to look 

for a better paying job and/or a second job. Dayla is 

currently researching to find out how to become 

certified here so she can continue her career in civil 

engineering.  

 

Please continue to keep them in your thoughts and 

prayers. We will be having additional opportunities 

for you to provide support. I want you to know that 

the family is extremely grateful for this support as 

well as the friendships that have formed over the 

past few months.
