Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

 

The last Sunday in April was Good Shepherd 

Sunday, it is the Sunday that we remember that 

Jesus is the Shepherd and we are His sheep. This is 

an illustration that is used throughout the Bible and 

one that we as Christians hold on to tightly. 

 

The animal most referred to in the 

Bible is sheep that is really no 

surprise. When you search the 

Bible there are over 200 

references to sheep from Abramôs 

sheep in Genesis, to Psalm 23, to 

the lost sheep in Matthew, finally 

to sheep mentioned in Revelation. 

Although sheep play a prominent 

role, the sheep would be lost 

without the Shepherd. 

As a shepherd: God knows Godôs 

flock and is gentle with them, 

carries the in his arms , rescues 

them from danger, seeks after the 

lost sheep God is the one who 

opens the gate to allows the sheep 

to go in and out; the wolves would 

have to get by his guarding the 

flock. 

The principal duty of a shepherd was to make sure 

that the sheep were watered and fed, and protected 

from wild animals and thieves. The best shepherd 

would carry the helpless lambs in his arms or on his 

shoulders. And the sheep would generally stay 

together; keep in community, watched over by the 

shepherd. 

And so as the church, we come together as Godôs 

flock. We enter, through the water and Word where 

God adopts us into Godôs family and calls us by 

name and makes us his own. We are then fed at the 

table, and we are protected in the community as we 

care and love for one another.  

The third week in April we sang the song I just 

want to be a sheep the during the childrenôs sermon. 

 

I just wanna be a sheep, bah bah bah 

I just wanna be a sheep ban bah bah 

I pray the Lord my soul to keep  

I just wanna be a sheep.  

 

It is a song we sing frequently in preschool chapel. 

It is one of the favorites.  

 

It reminds me of the security that we have in Godôs 

flock, Godôs family, carried on Godôs shoulders 

when we are tired, gathered 

together with other sheep into a 

community, watered and fed by 

the shepherd and provided new 

life.  

 

Make your time with the flock, 

with the community, be a priority 

in your week. Come be fed at the 

table, fed by Godôs Word, fed by 

the love of the community.
